0| NPWS Glenbrook Information Centre

The NPWS information centre and car park are found just
before the 'toll both' on Bruce Road. Y ou will find tap water,
toilets, garbage bins and information signs about the region.
A great spot to chat to staff and get updates on the conditions
in the park.

0| Glenbrook Gorge

Glenbrook Gorge is a deep cut in the sandstone formed by
Glenbrook Creek, just before it flows into the Nepean River.
The spectacular gorge, the tall cliffs and the creek make for a
great place to cool down in summer. The gorge can be very
dangerous after rain, check with the rangers before entering.

0| Glenbrook Information Centre car park

(560 m 18 mins) From the bottom of the car park (just inside
the National Park on Bruce Road, Glenbrook), this walk
follows the 'Gorge Track' sign down the service road. After
following the service road a short distance, the walk turns
right into the bush track near the 'Glenbrook Gorge walking
track' sign with a map. The walk winds down many steps to
an intersection before a small footbridge.

0.56 | Optional sidetrip to Jelly Bean Pool

(600 m 14 mins) Veer right: From the intersection, the walk
heads up stream keeping the creek on the left. The track
winds and undulates above the creek. After a while the creek
widens to become Jelly Bean Pools. The track continues
along the bank to a metal staircase on the right. At the end of
this side trip, retrace your steps back to the main walk then
Veer right.

0.56 | Jellybean Pool

Jellybean Pool is a large pool in Glenbrook Creek, just south
of the weir. The pool has a few sandy beaches, rock platforms
and is surrounded by cliffs. Jumping and diving is not a good
idea, and is not permitted. This is a popular spot for locals to
swim. Swimming can be dangerous - the creek is especially
dangerous after rain. Check with rangers before heading in.

0.56 | Int. Gorge Walking and Jelly Bean Pool Trk

(270 m 7 mins) Turn left: From the intersection, the walk
crosses the footbridge and continues along the hillside,
keeping the main creek to the right. The walk winds down
past apond (on the right) and continue downstream to a sandy
beach.

0.83 | Glenbrook Gorge Beach

Glenbrook Gorge Beach is a small, sandy spot on a rock
platform in Glenbrook Gorge. The beach is beside a fairly
large pool, making a great spot to rest, especially on warmer
days.
